Recommends that the Members of the United Nations furnish such assistance to the
Republic of Korea as may be necessary to repel the armed attack and to restore
international peacce and security in the area.
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The Security Council,

3. Recommends that all Members providing military forces and other assistance
pursuant to the aforesaid Security Council resolutions make such forces and other
assistance available to a unified command under the United States of America;

4. Requests the United States to designate the commander of such forces;

5. Authorizes the unified command at its discretion to use the United Nations flag in
the course of operations against North Korean forces concurrently with the flags
of the various nations participating;...
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The General Assembly,

1. Urges as a matter of priority that all parties now involved in hostilities in the area
agree to an immediate cease-fire and, as part thereof, halt the movement of military
forces and arms into the area;

2. Urges the parties to the armistice agreements promptly to withdraw all forces
behind the armistice lines, to desist from raids across the armistice lines into
neighbouring territory, and to observe scrupulously the provisions of the armistice
agreements;...
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[T]he functions of the United Nations Force would be, when a cease-fire is being

established, to enter Egyptian terriory with the consent of the Egyptian Government,
in order to help maintain quiet during and after the withdrawal of non-Egyptian troops,
and to secure compliance with the other terms established in the resolution of 2
November 1956 [= 997 (ES-I)].
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
